Scenic Byway
The Town of Bethel sent a letter to MaineDOT Commissioner Cole re: its withdrawal from the Scenic Byway.
Josh brought up the possibility of the Scenic Byway going through Cornish instead of Steep Falls, which has more of a downtown district.  The Committee decided that if they had to choose which one to include, they would vote for Standish.

Mountain Division Rail

As his first legislative act, Representative Shaw will introduce a bill in support of the Mountain Division rail line.  There was also some discussion on the Governor‘s Executive Order to advance the rail line from Portland to Brunswick, which did not mention the Mountain Division.
